Did you know you can reduce your school tuition, raise money for our Emmaus congregation,
and support ALA students by simply shopping at the grocery store?
ALA purchases the store gift cards at a discount from a national Scrip Company and local
retailers. These discount percentages are indicated on the order form. You purchase the gift
card at face value and the Scrip program receives the difference.

Example: purchase a $100 Fry® card that has a 6% discount, and
the program receives $6 profit because ALA paid $94 for the card.

Scrip has cards for Office Max, Staples, Kmart, and Walmart. Great places for school supplies.
You can purchase Scrip from Jill Kaiser between church services or when school starts in the
school office from Laurie Conklin.
