“On Christ the solid Rock | stand; all

1 Corinthians 3:10-11 — OBy the
grace God has given me, | laid a
foundation as an expert builder,
and someone else is building on
it. But each one should be careful
how he builds. For no one can
lay any foundation other than the
one already laid, which is Jesus
Christ.0

Building on a solid foundation is vital. If
one builds on expansive clay, the
foundation can shift and split apart. If
one builds on a fault line, the earth can
crack and give way, along with the
house that’s built on it.

Unless the foundation on which we
build our eternal well-being is solid, our
souls will fall into the unending sorrow
and pain of hell. Unless we build on
rock, the earthquakes of this life and
the trembling of God’s anger against
our sin will result in our lives crumbling
into a mangled mess.

But by God’s grace it doesn’'t have to
be this way. Christ crucified and
risen is the only sure foundation in life
and in death. It alone remains
unshaken, unmoved by the swirling
storms of life, and the threats of God’s
impending judgment.

Christ _crucified for all — he took the
debt of sin on himself. He willingly
endured the anger against sin directed
against us. He fully drank the cup of

shame and guilt that was pressed to
our lips. Because of Christ Jesus, all of
our sins are completely forgiven. This
foundation cannot be shaken.

Christ_risen — he crushed death by
rising from the dead. His resurrection
guarantees that we are not guilty in the
Father's sight. His resurrection
guarantees that we will rise from the
dead. His resurrection guarantees that
we live with him forever. This
foundation cannot be shaken.

Against doubt, fear, sorrow, pain, and
even death, this foundation stands firm.
There is nothing else on which to build.
Our emotions, worldly goods, health,
job, family, friends, human philosophy,
our own good works, and ourselves all
crumble and fall. Building on these
leads only to inevitable disaster.

Building on Christ crucified and risen,
on the other hand, leads to forgiveness,
peace, comfort, joy, and life that lasts
forever. The one thing in your life that
never changes and does not fall apart
is Christ crucified and risen.

The one truth that assures me | am
precious to him now, and that he will
keep me safe forever is Christ
crucified and risen.
